Imbera's new financiers and major owners
are funds managed by Index Ventures, Northzone Ventures and
Conor Venture Partners

* Aspocomp and Elcoteq each own approximately 15 percent of
Imbera's share capital

* Aspocomp signed a 10 year worldwide manufacturing license
agreement for the current Imbera technology. The ownership
arrangement will have no impact on Aspocomp's financial result.
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Events after the period 2(2):. co-determination
negotiations

Aspocomp has today issued a notice on statutory labor co-determination
negotiations in Finland.

* The aim of the negotiations is to find the best ways to improve the
company’s profitability, which may include a possible closing of the Salo
plant. The target is to reach annual savings in excess of ten million.

* The negotiations concern about 350 employees at Aspocomp Group Oyj
and Aspocomp Oy, excluding the personnel in Oulu production unit. The
total number of personnel in Finland is 543. Possible personnel cuts would
be implemented during 2007 and affect a maximum of about 320 people.

* The negotiations may result in balance sheet write-offs. In case the
negotiations would lead to closing of the Salo plant, it is estimated that the
elated non-recurring costs including the write-off’'s could amount to about
EUR 20 million. The negotiations and possible closing of the plant is not
expected to affect customer deliveries.
